
October  6, 2009 
Dedication Ceremony for  the  
Dave Anderson Boardroom 

 
The University of Winnipeg is 
pleased to announce that room 
number 1D28 has been re-named 
the Dave Anderson Boardroom. 
 
In 1964 Dave came to United 
College as Director of Phys Ed and 
Recreation. In anticipation of United 

College becoming a university, Dave was asked to develop an 
inter-university athletic program. This became a reality in 1967 
as Dave’s hard work broke the ice that allowed smaller 
universities such as Calgary, Regina and Lethbridge into the 
CIAU. Dave also worked with Vic Pruden’s idea and got 
approval for the initial Golden Boy Tournament which is now 
known as the Wesmen Classic. Dave continued his hard work 
at the university level in the early 1970’s when he was the first 
person to be able to establish student athletic scholarships for 
the Wesmen teams. 
 
“The key about Dave was his vision of developing a top notch 
athletics program and in getting the university administration to 
provide the means to translate that vision into a reality”, said 
Vic Pruden.  

 
Dave retired in 1985, but he was very instrumental in the 
design of the present facilities of the Duckworth Centre, which 
is presently one of the finest athletic facilities in Canadian 
University athletics. 

 
The Dave Anderson Award has been established in his honor 
and is awarded annually to an individual in recognition of their 
outstanding service to the University of Winnipeg Athletic 
Program.

The University of Winnipeg is 
pleased to announce that room 
number 2D16 has been renamed the 
Aubrey Ferris Boardroom. 
 
Aubrey started his association with 
the Wesmen as the Assistant Men’s 
Basketball coach for three seasons 
from 1977-1979. After the 1979 

season Aubrey was named the University of Winnipeg’s Athletic 
Director and it is a position he held until 2000. During his 23 
years as Athletic Director, Aubrey oversaw the program during 
the 123 consecutive match-winning streak of the Women’s 
Volleyball program and also the 88 consecutive game winning 
streak of the Women’s Basketball program. Aubrey also played 
a big part in the growth of the Wesmen Classic as it grew from 
16 to 64 teams. Aubrey was asked what accomplishment he 
was most proud of, he replied “the time in January, 1993 when 
all four Winnipeg Wesmen teams were ranked number one in 
the country”. 
 
Aubrey was very instrumental in the design and building of the 
Duckworth Centre, which is presently one of the finest athletic 
facilities in the Canadian University athletics. Aubrey cared 
about academics as well as he built an endowment fund of over 
$600,000 for the Wesmen Athletic Scholarship Program. 
 
Aubrey continues to make major contributions to the 
administration of CIS sports.
